Special Message from Jeanette Klemczak: The Michigan Department of Community Health (MDCH) convened the Task Force on Nursing Education (TFNE) during 2008 and 2009. One of the systemic recommendations of the TFNE was that MDCH should direct the Office of the Chief Nurse Executive to establish the Michigan Nursing education Council (MNEC) to continue the work of the TFNE. The MNEC will be charged with: a) working toward the realization of the TFNE Vision; b) overseeing implementation of TFNE recommendations; c) creating a 21st century nursing education 

collaborative; and d) serving as a successor council to the TFNE and the 3‐M Task Forces. 
Based upon all of this, Jeanette Klemczak, Michigan Chief Nurse Executive, is preparing to convene the first meeting of the MNEC on May 12, and has invited 3 designee representatives from the Michigan Organization of Nurse Executives to serve as inaugural members of the Council. and Dawn Frambes who will serve with me in this important work.
The MNEC Co‐Chairs will be Margherita Clark, MSN, RN, Dean of Health and Human Services at Lansing Community College, and Mary Mundt, PhD, RN, Dean of the College of Nursing at Michigan State University; Deans Clark and Mundt served as Co‐Chairs for the TFNE, and will Chair the MNEC during its first year of operations.
